Each RSF is made up of specific State agencies, volunteers, and non-
governmental organizations, as well as representatives from the private
sector.

RSF-3 Mission and Objectives

RSF-3 mission is to assist locally-led recovery efforts to restore and
improve public health, environmental health, behavioral health,
occupational health, and healthcare services.

Relationship between State ESFs and RSFs in Recovery

All State ESFs have a recovery element. The State RSFs organize during
response and ramp up for recovery to ensure a seamless transition.
